
4th Asia Pacific Conference on Educational Integrity (4APCEI) Student Video Competition

Can you come up with a creative, unique or humorous idea that will engage students with issues relating to educational integrity? It could be a documentary, musical, action film, horror movie, drama, reality show, comedy or adventure. You could end up winning an award for ‘plagiarism’. Imagine how that will look on your cv!
This student video competition is open to all students, and is sponsored by the 4th Asia Pacific Conference on Educational Integrity (4APCEI)( to be held at the University of Wollongong, September 28-30th 2009. 
Competition theme: Your short video (from 30 seconds to a maximum of 5 mins duration) might be about your experiences at university or school: plagiarism, research and writing practices, the influence of popular media on your educational experiences, your impression of academic integrity policy and practice, or anything else related to the theme of ‘educational integrity’.
Schedule:  Submissions are open from August 31st, with final date for entries the 22nd September. The finalist videos will be posted online on the 4APCEI website and the winners announced at the 4APCEI conference dinner 29th September. 
Prizes: all winning entries will be given an award from the 4th Asia Pacific Conference for Educational Integrity. 
1st prize: inaugural 4APCEI student award and $200 book voucher

2nd prize: certificate of achievement and $100 book voucher
3rd prize: certificate of achievement $50 book voucher

In order to be eligible, each video submission must comply with the following

1. the video must be:

a. of good broadcasting quality

b. a maximum of 5 minutes long (remembering that shorter is better, good editing is crucial, and an excellent video could be only 30 seconds long)
c. on the theme of ‘educational integrity’

2. the video must discuss the topic in ways that other students and teachers can relate to, and not be stereotypical or disrespectful to any group’s beliefs or cultures ie not giving offence to any race, religion or language

3. all participants in the video must have given permission to be filmed

4. the film must have been made by the students who upload it. Students may receive guidance from friends or colleagues but the work submitted must be their own

5. all submissions must be original (both audio and video material).  Copyright material is the responsibility of the student. See links to Creative Commons resources that might be useful (see http://creativecommons.org.au/materials/Quick_Reference_Finding_CC_Material_edu.pdf) . Otherwise, permission is to be obtained by the student entrants where necessary.


Terms and conditions 4APCEI student video competition 2009

1. Competition rules

a. The 4th Asia Pacific Conference on Educational Integrity (4APCEI) invites students to create a short video to promote ‘educational integrity’ to other students. 

b. Competition entrants must be students, who may enter as individuals or as part of a team. Non-students may participate in preparing the video, but the principal entrant must be a student. 
c. Original videos only (students have prepared the video for this occasion)
d. 4APCEI reserves the right to require proof of current enrolment at an educational institution (school, TAFE, university etc) 
e. All participants in the video must have given permission to be filmed
f. Students may enter more than one video for consideration
g. Winners will be adjudicated by a panel of judges on their creativity, originality and successful completion of the creative brief.
h. Video submissions that do not reasonably correspond to the topic of ‘educational integrity’ may be disqualified. 
i. 4APCEI reserves the right to cancel or modify this competition, or not publish any video submission 
j. Successful video entries will be screened at the 4APCEI conference dinner on 29th September 2009 at the University of Wollongong, when the winners will be announced 
k. Successful video entries may be uploaded to a 4APCEI playlist on YouTube. If entrants do not want their video screened on YouTube, they can refuse permission for it to be uploaded, or request for it to be removed.  

l. Entrants consent for the possible use of successfully submitted videos by 4APCEI and Learning Development, University of Wollongong for educational research or teaching purposes.
2. How to enter
a. Aspiring filmmakers are encouraged to get a group of friends from university or school together and form a film crew. 

b. Come up with some original, creative or funny ideas about the topic of educational integrity and film them – eg if you are a UOW student, you can borrow video equipment from CEDIR/LIST at the bottom of Building 20 room G15.

c. All entries must show an opening screen with the title of your video, your name or the name of your group that prepared the video, and the date the video was presented. There must be an acknowledgement of any sources or materials used (such as music or images) in the final screen. 
d. All submissions must abide by these ‘terms and conditions 4APCEI student video competition’ and be received by the 22nd September 2009. 
e. Completed videos should be recorded on a CD/DVD and delivered to the Learning Resource Centre (LRC) Building 19:G102, University of Wollongong, Wollongong 2522 

f. Recommended formatting for a DVD or data DVD is a .avi, .dixv, .wmv, .mp4 or similar file extension. 
g. Entries will only qualify upon submission of a signed and completed ‘registration form 4APCEI student video competition’.  The principal video creator will be a student and will sign the submission, but all contributors (actors, editors, writers) must be listed. 

h. The principal entrant will sign the registration form, affirming that they have abided by the terms and conditions for this competition. 

3. Copyright and laws
Entrants warrant that their submission:

i. Is entirely their own copyright and does not infringe the rights of any third party 

ii. Does not breach any applicable laws and in particularly warrant that it does not contain material which is defamatory, racially abusive, discriminatory, invasive of privacy, in breach of confidence or pornographic

iii. Does not contain material which is sexually explicit, profane, violent, threatening, harassing, depicts illegal acts or is otherwise objectionable.

4. Right and Liabilities 

a. Entrants grant to 4APCEI and Learning Development, University of Wollongong, the right to reproduce, archive and communicate their submission for education or academic research purposes

b. Entrants agree not to assert any moral rights pursuant to the Copyright Act 1968 in respect of their video submission. In particular, entrants grant to 4APCEI the right to edit any video submission at its own discretion

c. Entrants acknowledge that 4APCEI:

i. has no responsibility for any liability, loss or injury, howsoever arising, which entrants may incur or suffer in carrying out any task or activity associated with or consequent upon preparation of their submission
ii. has the right to disqualify any entry based on non-compliance with the rules and regulations, and any copyright infringements 
iii. will not be liable for copyright infringement on the part of the participants
iv. has the right to modify the rules and regulations of the competition without prior notice
