Students are reminded that the videos must have been made by the students who upload it. Students may receive guidance from friends or colleagues but the work submitted must be their own

All submissions must be original (both audio and video material). Any copyright material is the responsibility of the student. Permission is to be obtained where necessary, but  there is a lot of material out there that you are free to use! For instance, it is possible to find open access audio tracks and images on some online sources, such as creative commons. Always check to see that the images or music is copyrighted or not. 

Creative Commons has a range of video, audio, image and text-based material that you can use without violating copyright rules. The following information guide was jointly developed by the ARC Centre of Excellence for Creative Industries and Innovation through Creative Commons Australia and the Copyright Advisory Group of the Ministerial Council of Education, Employment, Training and Youth Affairs.
