Research Projects 
In June 2009, the Standing Committee on Health and Ageing of Federal Parliament released its 
inquiry into obesity titled “Weighing it up: Obesity in Australia. The inquiry gathered information 
from over 150 submissions and visits throughout Australia by Committee members. Its aim was 
to report on the current prevalence and consequences of obesity and provide 
recommendations on the prevention and management of the obesity epidemic. The concluding 
remarks chapter featured the following mention of the HIKCUPS program.  
 

“… Key to the successful programs are a sense of community ownership, involvement and 
connection, which the Committee believes will be integral to underscoring the Federal 
Government’s strategy and government programs. The Committee has been impressed by the 
degree of community engagement it has seen in programs like the Stephanie Alexander 
Kitchen Garden Program, the Colac intervention and the Hunter Illawarra Kids Challenge Using 
Parent Support (HIKCUPS) project, to name but a few...
