What are credit points?
Credit points refer to the value attached to each subject undertaken as part of a degree.

Three year Bachelor degrees generally require the completion of 144 padis, fouryear
degrees 192 credit points and fiyear degrees 240 credit pointSouble degrees may require
additional credit points.

Am | going to study as a patime or full-time student?
Fultime or parttime status is determined each sessidwfumn and Spring) by the number of
credit points in which you are enrolled.

To be classified as a ftilne student you must be enrolled in at least 75% of a normatiiakk
load for your coursef-or threeyear degreesfull-time students normally enrah a total of 48
credit points for the year (i.e. usually 4 subjects per sesskmr)threeyear degreespart-time
students enrol in less than 18 credit points per session. Normallytipaetstudents would
complete a 144 credit point degree over seays.

Some degrees (such as double degrees) have a different annual load and this can impact on your
status. You should consider the impact that changes to enrolment can have on ydiméjtiart-
time status as this may affect your eligibility for Cefittk or other payments.

What is a major?

A major in a bachelor degree is an approved combination of subjects which have a minimum value
of 48 credit points offered by one or more academic units and including 300 ad@level

subjects with a value of at least 24 cps which must be completed satisfactorily at pass level or
better.

For some courses the degree major is explicit in the course title, for example Bachelor of
Nanotechnologywhilst in other courses you Witeed to select a major study from those available
within the degreeln many courses it is possible to do more than one majou do not have to
select a major on enrolment day but you should regularly discuss your enrolment pattern with an
academic adger, throughout pur studies, to ensure that you t1a selected the correct subjects

for your intended major.

Credit transfermay be granted either as specified credit (exemptions
from specific subjects) or unspecified credit (in the form of credit points grantedridswgour
degree).

Infectious diseases

Students who need to complete clinical training in the NSW hospitasysill be subject to
guidelines and procedures laid down for health workers by the NSW Department of Health,
including guidelines on infectious diseases.

In the hospital system students are exposed to a large number and variety of individuals, and this
may place you at risk of contracting one of these diseases.

If you have a communicable disease you may place your clients at risk. Therefore, you are required
to be protected against a range of vaccine preventable infectious diseases and may be screened
for tuberculosis.

Information about specified infectious diseases and the requirements of the NSW Health policy is
at www.health.nsw.gov.au/publichealth/immunisation/ohs

If you do nothave the required documentary evidence of protection against the specified diseases,
you will not be accepted for clinical placement in the NSW health system and progress in your
course will be affected.
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Some health care workers (nurses, doctors, destidental technicians, podiatrists and
physiotherapists) also have regulated individual responsibility with regard to infection control. You
need to familiarise yourself with these responsibilities.

Health care workers who are HIV antibody positive, hitjgaB eantigen positive, hepatitis B DNA
positive or hepatitis C PCR positive must not perform expeptoee procedures. Infected people
should seek expert medical advice on their infectious status and the extent to which this may limit
their clinical pactice.

How do you choose a major and plavuy degree? Because of the open nature of the degree, it is
best to choose subjects widely in the first year of study. The first year is a foundation year for
future study in the degree and you should use it to venture into areas you not have studiee.befor
First year fultime Arts students normally take 48 credit points (eight subjects) or four subjects in
each session. In the single BA degree, you may enrol in any Arts subject (and many subjects from
other Faculties) at 16&vel unless a quota or a pexjuisite prevents you from doing so. Include

Important information for all Nursing students

NSW Health requires all studisrundertaking clinical placement as part of a health related course

to undergo a national criminal record check. The criminal record check must be obtained before a
student can attend any clinical placement in a health facility. Students will be prozdiece at
enrolment and orientation on the process to be followed to obtain a suitable criminal record

check. If a student's criminal record check indicates convictions it will not necessarily exclude them
from a clinical placement. Each situation willibdividually assessed in a confidential consultation
between the student and a representative of NSW Health.
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Note that there is a cost associated with obtaining a Criminal Record Check. It is the responsibility of the
student to meet this cost. Fees arstéd on the application form (visit
http://www.police.nsw.qov.au/__data/assets/pdf file/0012/15132/P799.ddf details).

Child protection legislation enacted July 2000 requires each student to complete and sign a Prohibited
Employment Declaration for each clinical placement. The relevant forms will be provided to you as needed.

Students completing clinical training in the NSW hospital system also will kecstdoparious
guidelines and procedures laid down for health workers by the NSW Department of Health,
including guidelines regarding infectious diseases.

In the hospital system, you will be exposed to a large number and variety of individuals, some of
whom may have a communicable disease such as tuberculosis, measles, mumps, rubella,
diphtheria, poliomyelitis, HIV or Hepatitis B. This may place you at risk of acquiring one of these
diseases. In other cases, if you have a communicable disease, you mayoplackents at risk.

For your protection, and for the protection of your potential clients, you are required by the
Health Department to be tested and immunised according to Health Department policy. Evidence
of your vaccination status and health staisgequired by public health facilities before

attendance. If your vaccinations are incomplete, opportunities for placement may be limited and
your progress in the course could be affected.

Health care workers who are either HIV antibody positive or Hep&ieantigen or Hepatitis B

DNA positive or Hepatitis C PCR positive must not perform exposure prone procedures. Expert
medical advice should be obtained by infected people on their infectious status and the extent to
which this may limit their clinicglractice.
