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Academic Pathway Programs to UOW

UNIVERSITY ACCESS PROGRAM (UAP)

The UAP is a 14-week part-time
preparation program that has been
specifically designed for mature age
students who want to enter University.

A student is classified as mature age if
they are 21 years or over. Applicants who
will turn 21 during the WCA session in
which they propose to enrol may be
admitted at the discretion of the College.
The course prepares students for
University by teaching skills related to
note taking, essay writing, presentations
and examinations; as well as specific
course content knowledge to help
students succeed in both the UAP

and their future degree.

This course is delivered on behalf of the
University by Wollongong College
Australia.

DURATION: 1 session of 14 weeks

UAP students attend 9 hours (3x3-hour
classes) of classroom based lectures
and tutorials per week. Students will be
required to spend additional hours in
self study to complete work such as
assignments and required readings.
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INTAKES: Wollongong - February”, June
and October'; Shoalhaven - October’

1The UAP does not run in October for students who
want to progress to Bachelor of Business
Administration (Event Management), Bachelor of
Business Administration (Hospitality), Bachelor of
Business Administration (Tourism Management),
Education or Nursing degrees.

COST: $2,250

Students who receive an offer for the
UAP are encouraged to apply for a

UAP Commonwealth Supported Place or
FEE-HELP to cover the cost of the tuition
fees. Information regarding Commonwealth
Supported Places, fees and FEE-HELP
can be found on pages 15-16.

STRUCTURE: The UAP has three different
streams: Humanities, Engineering/
Informatics, and Science/Health and
Behavioural Sciences (H&BS). Students
will be offered the stream most
appropriate to their chosen UOW degree.

The Humanities Stream leads into Arts,
Education, Commerce and some Health
and Behavioural Sciences programs

at UOW.

The Engineering/Informatics Stream leads
into Engineering or Informatics at UOW.

The Science/Health and Behavioural
Sciences Stream leads into Science or
Health and Behavioural Sciences at UOW

METHODS OF ASSESSMENT: Like University
study, UAP students will be required to
submit a combination of assignments and
essays, give oral presentations, participate
in tutorials and sit examinations.

ADDITIONAL ACADEMIC SUPPORT:
Additional support is available in WCA's
laboratories. Students can make

an appointment for a one-on-one
consultation with a member of staff,
who can help them with all aspects of
their study in relation to study skills.

Maths workshops are also available to
assist students.



ENTRY REQUIREMENTS: Entry is dependent
on UAI (Universities Admissions Index)
or equivalent. Students applying for the
UAP who do not have a UAI may be
required to sit the WCA Literacy and
Numeracy Test in order to assess their
suitability for the course.

The Literacy section of this examination
does not require any prior reading or
study. Students applying to enter the
Engineering/ Informatics and
Science/Health and Behavioural Sciences
streams sit a different numeracy test to
those applying to enter the Humanities
stream (though some Health and
Behavioural Sciences applicants will take
the Humanities numeracy test). The
College will contact students if they are
required to sit the Literacy and
Numeracy Test. Students must have
submitted a formal WCA application
(enclosed) for the UAP prior to sitting the
Literacy and Numeracy Test.

ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS FOR
BACHELOR OF NURSING AND

FACULTY OF EDUCATION APPLICANTS

All applicants wishing to progress into the
Bachelor of Nursing or a course offered
by the Faculty of Education at UOW need
to include a separate written statement
with their application addressing
additional criteria. This criteria is outlined
on page 19. Applications for these
courses will only be considered upon
receipt of this additional written statement.

PROGRESSION TO UOW: Students must
achieve the required Weighted Average
Mark (WAM) in order to successfully
complete the UAP and progress to their
chosen UOW Bachelor degree. For
further information regarding WAMs,
WCA and UOW entry requirements
please refer to 21.

Exceptions: The UAP does not provide
direct entry to a 4-year degree (excluding
the Bachelor of Engineering and the
Bachelor of Education); the single Law
degree: any degree program offered by
the Faculty of Creative Arts due to their
interview/audition admission requirements;
or double degree programs. Students who
want to study these programs can apply at
the end of the UAP but will only be
considered if they have achieved
exceptional results. Alternatively, students
can enrol in a relevant 3-year degree and
then apply to transfer after one year of
undergraduate study.

Students applying for an Engineering
course must have completed 2 Unit
Mathematics (or equivalent) and Physics,
or enrol in a mathematics enabling
subject in the first session of study of their
undergraduate degree and/or complete

a UOW physics bridging program.

PROGRESSION TO OTHER AUSTRALIAN
UNIVERSITIES: If you intend to seek
progression to another Australian
university you will need to discuss entry
requirements with the relevant university
prior to accepting a place at WCA.

DIPLOMAS

The Diploma in Business and the Diploma
in Information Technology are available
to recent school leavers and mature age
students who have not met the direct
entry requirements for the associated
undergraduate studies.

Successful completion of the Diploma

in Business leads into the second year of
the Bachelor of Commerce and successful
completion of the Diploma in Information
Technology leads into the second year

of the Bachelor of Information and
Communication Technology, the Bachelor
of Internet Science and Technology,

or the Bachelor of Computer Science

at the University of Wollongong.

DURATION: 2 sessions of 14 weeks or
3 sessions of 14 weeks.

Duration of the Diploma program is
determined by the UAI (Universities
Admissions Index) or equivalent achieved.
Successful applicants will be notified of the
duration of their Diploma at the time of offer.

Diploma in Business students attend
21 hours per week of classroom based
lectures and tutorials for the 2 session
program and up to 17 hours per week
for the 3 session program. Diploma in
Information Technology students attend
up to 24 hours per week of classroom
based lectures and tutorials for the 2
session program and up to 18 hours
per week for the 3 session program.
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Students will be required to spend
additional hours in self study to complete
work such as assignments and assigned
readings.

$13,333 for 2 sessions
$15,000 for 3 sessions
